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Option 3 - The Promenade

String Amenities Along the Link Between Keystone Destinations
A promenade wraps around the activity center, linking the Ropes Course to the Recreation Center at the center of the park
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Option 4 - The Couplet

Maximize Internal Infrastructure
Locate the Recreation Center at the existing north entrance. Create a central sports place, with on-street parking to disperse traffic.
